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 Islamic Republic of Iran emerged as a spiritual superpower of the world after its 
unprecedented victory of the blood over the western technology and the collective might of 
Taghut. Gradually Iran now has strengthened in the field of scientific The anxiety of the 
Western civilization with its torch bearer, the United States is that Iran is gradually 
strengthening pan-Islamist regional rather Global leader— The Iranian cultural influence in 
Afghanistan pre-dates the Islamic Revolution of 1979 as linguistically, Persian and the 
Afghani version of Persian (Dari) is very strong in Afghanistan. The impact of the Islamic 
Revolution has a deep multifaceted impact on the global political literature and culture 
of the world.

The Impact of Iran on the neighboring countries is increasing and strengthening with 
the passage of time. American political hegemony is weakening and American culture 
in the Muslim World is weakening.

At the epicenter of this region is the state of Iran, historically known as 
Persia, which once was an impressive empire that predates the birth of Christianity, Alexander 
the Great, and the Roman Empire. In addition to occupying the geographic center of this

beyond the region. One could argue that although Iran is not the center of gravity with 
respect to U.S. policy in the region, it plays a decisive role.

But 
there is solid evidence that Iran’s cultural influence in all these three neighbors has 
remarkable success and this Iranian success is an anxiety for the USA and its NATO allies. 
Iran’s hard power as well as soft power has created considerable cultural, political and 
economic influence in Iraq. Arab Spring  cannot be called a revolution yet but Iranian 
President’s first ever visit to Egypt and top level Iranian visits to several Arab countries are a 
proof that pure Islamic cultural and political influence is developing in the entire Arab world. 
The learning of Arabic language in entire Iran is one of the tremendous successes in the Arab 
World through Arabic language. 

The Syrian alliance with Tehran is likely to remain strong. Tehran-Damascus alliance is an 

eye sour to the Western Civilization. 

Iran an unprecedented degree of influence in Iraq at the expense of the United States 
and of Iraq’s Arab neighbors. Hezbollah has gained a great degree of control over the 
Lebanese government even as it has preserved its own state-within-a-state autonomy 
and separate armed forces. The collapse of Hosni Mubarak’s regime in Egypt opened 
new opportunities for Iran, while uprisings among populations in the Persian Gulf countries 
are weakening potential Iranian enemies who are monarchic and dictatorial.  Israel is now in 
the range of Iranian missiles which is a great source of strength for the Palestinians. There 
are indications that Tehran’s relations with Jordan are improving significantly. Kuwait-Iran 
diplomatic relations are on the anvil of success.  Iran and Oman have signed contract which 
is a great sign of improving relations. China-Iran relationship poses a significant challenge to 
international efforts to isolateDuring the last three decades the Islamic Revolution has had 
profound impacts on regional and international equations and the wave of the Islamic 
Awakening in the last two years was the results of the efforts made by the great nation of Iran 
during the revolution The greatest honor for Iran's Islamic Revolution is that it has pioneered 
other uprisings in the region and in our view, all the regional revolutions are indebted to Iran's 
Islamic Revolution and its leader," Palestinians  are calling Iran as the greatest source of 
Islamic awakening.
