Introduction

From very beginning of his political struggle until the
emergence and victory of Iran’s Islamic Revolution
and onwards, Imam Khomeini’s special approach was
widely accepted and acknowledged and followed by
various individuals, currents and societies even after
his passing.

By reviewing Imam's approach, it becomes evident
that counter terms such as oppressor vs oppressed,
colonizer-colonized and arrogance-weakness form a
key part of Imam’s dynamic ideals. In addition, the key
concept of taking stance against global arrogance has
been basic pillar of essence of his thought.

Imam maintains that it was necessary to understand
the true nature of oppressors, colonizers and arrogant
people or powers. He gives prompt answer to the ques-

tion of how colonial powers desperately attempted to
spread their arrogant domination over others.

Imam had special concern about all oppressed people
or nations of the world. He issued serious warnings
during his lifetime that the Islamic world has seriously
been exploited by the arrogance and oppression of the
colonialists as the Islamic countries had been subject
to colonial occupation over the past centuries.

From very beginning of Imam’s youth, his mind was
busy with the question of what went wrong with the
Muslim world which despite with its great and brilliant
civilizational background became exploited by Western
colonial powers.

Imam Khomeini was well aware of the backwardness
of Muslim societies and knew the ways how to get
rid of them. It is worth mentioning that he interpreted&g

queries such as why did Muslim societies had taken
a backward path in the past centuries and how they
plunged into being colonized by colonialists during the
20th century!?

Imam Khomeini not only well comprehended the
nature of the oppressors and arrogant powers of his
era, but also tried his utmost in clarifying the real rea-
sons behind the backwardness of Muslim societies
and acceptance of oppression by them.

It is a reality that arrogant powers and colonialists were
considered the real enemies of the Islamic world from
Imam’s perspectives. If these foes were not well iden-
tified then it would not be possible to confront them.
This aspect of his constant struggle and well-defined
approach puts emphasis on significance of knowing
the enemy.

From Imam Khomeini's point of view, if the identifica-
tion of the enemy, which is very vital, is comprehended
well, then their conspiracies can be exposed and one
could also distinguish between the main and second-
ary issues.

A series of analysis of sequence of events can show
us the ways to deal with the enemy. Imam believed that
all the efforts of enemies and arrogant individuals or
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dent. The enemy's attempt is to instill the message that
the Muslim communities lack the necessary ability to
accomplish the necessary development and growth.
Imam Khomeini clarified that the enemy has actually
targeted the self-esteem and self-confidence of the
Muslim communities and wanted them to surrender
and alienate themselves.

From Khomeini's point of view, the main way to deal
with the enemy will be to return to the genuine roots
and real identity with firm belief and self-confidence.
Therefore, relying on religious foundations and divine
promises as mentioned in the Holy Scripture Quran
will strengthen our stance about anti-tyranny and in
this way Muslim nations could take a real anti-arro-
gance position.

In this regard, Imam Khomeini believed that all the ca-
pacities of Islamic societies should be utilized and a
united front could be formed in order to confront and
defeat the enemy.

Imam strongly believed that it was possible to resist
and confront the oppression and domination of the ar-
rogant by relying on a united Muslim Ummah and the
unity of all the oppressed and freedom seekers of the
world.




This central principle can be deduced from the Imam's
political thought in the form of a principle and guide for
the advancement of constant resistance and struggle
against any oppression instead of accepting the sub-
mission.

Struggle and resistance

Imam Khomeini considers resistance to be a di-
vine-human concept and recommends that the sur-
vival, growth and excellence of individuals or societies
and real social life depends on constant struggle with
belief and action.

The divine origin of this basis is well-rooted in one
of his historic speech and goes back to the Quranic
concept that “God sent Islam and commanded the
honorable Prophet to resist. In same pattern, we have
to carry out the same mission in a manner by utilizing
all power and resources at our disposal." (Sahifeh ye-
Imam, Vol. 16, P. 300)

For this reason, Imam Khomeini defined resistance
as a religious obligation that is incumbent on every
member of the society.

That is why Imam used to stress the following principle:
"Don't submit to the force and pressure of the tyrants,
don't give up, tighten your ranks. Be a living people.
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Persevere in the face of the events that occur and b:qi
one of those to whom God the Almighty said:

Indeed, those who have said, "Our Lord is Allah” and
then remained on a right course - the angels will de-
scend upon them, [saying], "Do not fear and do not
grieve but receive good tidings of Paradise, which you
were promised.”

(Extracted from a speech by Imam, Sahifeh ye-Imam,
Vol. 1. P. 163)

No doubt, resistance and struggle against the arrogant
and oppressors had been a key part of Imam's lofty
ideals, which became a beacon for Islamic societies
and nations trapped by oppression.

This idea became a source of inspiration for many indi-
viduals and groups across the Islamic world, especially
for Palestinians who resist Israeli occupation. The idea
of no more submission but instead resorting to resis-
tance, is now actively pursued by Imam’s successor,
Ayatollah Khamenei, who have become the leader of
the resistance and the oppressed people against the
arrogant around the world.

Ayatollah Khamenei, inspired by the great founder of
the Islamic Revolution, considers resistance a univer-
sal necessity for all the oppressed and freedom seek-
ers of the world.




Regarding the necessity of geographical expansion
of concept of resistance, he once explained by saying
that "don't lose this broad view of the geography of re-
sistance; do not miss this cross-border look. Let's not
be satisfied with our own region: we are and can be
a strong nation due to resistance. This hadith is from
infallibles that those who sat at home to be attacked
were humiliated.” (Extracted from a collection of state-
ments by leader)

This broad cross-border view, this extension of strate-
gic depth is sometimes more necessary than the most
important obligations of the country to be taken into
consideration. Therefore, in the words of the leader
and also in the statements of Imam, the axis of resis-
tance should never be just reduced to certain groups
and governments located in the axis of resistance
across the Mideast region. And therefore, the resis-
tance should considered and expanded within global
geography.

And in another occasion and interpretation, the Leader
said, "Our stance towards resistance is a principled po-
sition and has nothing to do with any particular group,
and we are with any movement that is steadfast on this
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path, and any group that deviates from this path has
gone away. The depth of the Islamic Republic's rela-
tionship with the resistance groups is only related to
the degree of their adherence to the principle of resis-
tance.” (Extracted from a speech by leader delivered
at an international summit held to show solidarity with
Palestinian Intifada)

In this article, the significance of necessity of resis-
tance and struggle of nations and individuals against
global oppressive powers was emphasized. The con-
stant struggle has remained as a precious legacy in the
present century from the ideal and action of the Imam
and always for the oppressed and freedom seekers.
This will inspire freedom-seekers and promise libera-
tion of the world nations from colonialists and plunder-
ers of their resources.
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THE INSTITUTE FOR COMPILATION AND PUBLICATION OF

In his reply in the form of a written decree dated
September 8, 1988 [Shahrivar 17, 1367 AHS], His Eminence assigned the responsibility of compilation and collection of all
materials relevant to him to his own son, Haj Sayyid Ahmad.

In consonance with this decree, the Institute for Compilation and Publication of Imam Khomeini's Works was established
and has commenced its activities. The heart-rending event of the demise of the Imam of the Muslims and the burgeoning
need of the Islamic society to obtain His Eminence’s guidelines and literary works have compelled this Institute to expand
its realm of activities qualitatively and quantitatively. Along this line, the law on the preservation of Imam Khomeini’s works
was enacted by the Islamic Consultative Assembly(the Iranian Parliament)on November 5, 1989 [Aban 14, 1368 AHS]
and approved by the Council of Guardians as binding and ready for execution. In this manner, pursuant to its momentous
religious and legal mission, this Institute has embarked on planning and modifying its organizational structure within the
framework of the following objectives:
